Specification 1_1 paragraph “V. PROHIBITED PLANTING, IVY, VINES & FRUIT BEARING TREES.
Please check the outside of your unit and remove any Ivy vines that may be growing on the unit. These
vines can find its way into the unit and cause extensive damage.

lvy causes damage to structures. Ivy vines will climb up and over walls and other structures. Its fine hair-like
roots will bore into wood and trap water promoting accelerated rot. Ivy will also form a thick mat against
exterior walls encouraging moisture damage, mold and insect and vermin nests.

If left unchecked, ivy will overpower all other native plants. Rapidly growing ivy will actually increase grounds
maintenance. vy discourages popular wildlife such as birds, butterflies and helpful beneficial insects. Ivy
encourages unwanted wildlife such as vermin, especially rats who are protected from predators in the dense
growth. Ivy also promotes shallow pools of water in its leaves that provide ideal breeding places for
mosquitoes, carpenter ants and termites...
